Course Description

History 121 is a critical analysis of American history survey from 1865 to the modern.  This course will address various historical periods including the following topics: the Reconstruction Period, industrial and technological development, WWI and WWII, the Vietnam War, and the Civil Rights Movement.  Also, major domestic politics and the changing nature of society, cultural developments, and America’s expanded world role will be presented.  
Course Objectives
Understand the importance of major political, social, and economic factors in the development of the United States.

Evaluate the role played by various groups and individuals in shaping United States history.

Examine how people’s historical experiences are influenced by their race, gender, and/or class status. 
Explore United States foreign policy and its impact in the making of U.S. history.

Students will understand the impact of post Civil War Industrial Revolution and immigration on the social, economic, and political transformation of the U.S.
Students will understand the causes and effects of the Great Depression and the policies of the Hoover and Roosevelt administrations to address the crisis.
Students will understand the origins, course, and impact of the Civil Rights Movement.
Student Learning Outcomes

 1.   Students will critically analyze and interpret primary documents and secondary sources, and will be able to interpret qualitative and quantitative data in order to evaluate historical events.

2.    Students will develop communication skills through oral and written exercises, and develop analytical skills by critically interpreting historical events.

3.   Students will analyze how local, national, and international policies and practices developed in the past continue to impact their contemporary lives.

Two quizzes (15pts. each)
Quizzes will consist of multiple choice, fill-in the blank, and True or False.  Quizzes will be given at the beginning of the class period.  Quiz study guides will be handed out one week prior to quiz date.  Students who miss a quiz will not be allowed to make it up.  Quizzes are schedule for the following dates: 09/07 and 10/05.  Materials needed: four 15AS scantrons and a #2 pencil.  
Two pop quizzes (15 pts. each)

Pop quizzes are not schedule on the syllabus.  They are announced by instructor on the actual day of the pop quiz.  Materials needed: pencil/pen and blank piece of paper.
Two major exams (100 pts. each)
The exam will consist of multiple choice, fill-in the blank, True/False, and a short essay. Study guides for the Midterm and the Final will handed out 2-3 weeks prior the scheduled midterm/final exam date.  Midterm on September 19, 2017 (Tuesday) and the Final on October 19, 2017 (Thursday).  Materials needed: two 200 AS scantrons and a #2 pencil.  
Primary Source Assignment (55 points)

Summarize two primary source documents we read in class.  You are not allowed to use a document from the Great Depression packet (Letter From Mrs. Weddingoton, Letter From 12 Year Old, Women on the Breadlines, and Letter from the Taxpayer).  In your summary explain who wrote the document, under what historical circumstances, and for what purpose?  What is the point of view of the author and what assumptions were made?  Explain, whether you agree or disagree with the author’s argument.  Make sure to use specific examples from the source to support your statements.  The summary must to be 1/2-1 page long (you may exceed the page requirement), double space, typed, font size 12 (Times New Roman).  The first hardcopy is due on 09/28/2017 (Thursday) and the second hardcopy is due on 10/12/2017 (Thursday).  No late papers.  Do not plagiarize. 
One in-class group project: The Great Depression (60 pts.)

The goal of this assignment is to help students understand the impact the Great Depression had on different sectors of American society.  The assignment consists of two parts: the in-class group activity and the take home section.   Students who miss the in-class group activity will not be allowed to make it up.  

· The in-class group activity is worth a maximum of 10 points.  Instructions will be given on the day of the group project.  In-class activity is schedule for  September 26, 2017 (Thursday).
· The take home part is worth a maximum of 50 points.  For the take home part, select 2 of the documents from the Great Depression packet.  Explain the impact the Great Depression had on the different historical figures outline on the documents you selected.  What was different or similar about their experiences?  Make sure to use specific examples from the documents.  Assignment must be double space, 1-1½ pages long (you may exceed the page requirement), font size 12 (Times New Roman).  Hardcopy for the take home section is due on October 10, 2017 (Tuesday).  No late papers.  Do not plagiarize.  
Extra Credit:10 pts. max. (chap. 17-30)
For your extra credit assignment you will have the option of reading the page title, Seeing History, each chapter (17-30) in your book contains one of these pages.  For the extra credit you are to answer the question/s posed on this specific page in one paragraph.  Make sure to specify which document you are examining, for example, indicate title and page number.  Your extra credit paragraph has to be between ½-1 page long (regardless of the number of questions), typed, and double spaced, Times New Roman (12 size font).  You can turn in a total of two extra credit assignments.  Each extra credit is worth a maximum of five points, in other words, you can get up to ten points if you submit two extra credit assignments.  Do not plagiarize.  No late papers. Hardcopy is due October 03, 2017 (Tuesday).
Student Conduct

Attendance and participation (20 pts.)

· Plagiarism

1. Write the information/idea in your own words.  

2. Always cite information you borrowed from a book, article, internet, or any other source.
a) Cite using MLA format, include a bibliography page.
3. Use quotes if you borrow someone’s actual spoken or written words and cite.

4. Changing a few words and not citing is plagiarism.  Remember that your written work must be in your own words.
