	Course Overview

	Course Description:  This course examines the major physical, psychosocial, and cognitive/language developmental milestones for children, from conception through adolescence. Using developmental theories & research methodologies, course emphasis will be on typical and atypical development, maturational processes & environmental factors.  Students will also observe children, evaluate individual differences and analyze characteristics of development at various stages.
Learning outcomes include being able to: 
· Discuss and write about major theories of child development
· Describe ways in which developmental domains are continuous, sequential and inter-related
· Demonstrate knowledge of the physical, social/emotional, cognitive and language development of children, both typical and atypical, in major developmental stages
· Demonstrate knowledge of current research findings as they apply to child development.

· Explain how bias can influence the research process

· Describe objective techniques when observing behavior in children of different ages and different backgrounds

· Describe the importance of early years and effects of interaction between a child and her/his environment 

· Understand the role of family in facilitating children’s development

· Outline the role of teachers and other professionals in facilitating children’s development

· Recognize the role of play and its relationship to development

· Identify and describe risk factors that impact families and child at each major developmental stage

· Describe biological and environmental factors influencing the development of identity and self-esteem

	Course Requirements

	A. 15 Weekly Video Discussions (@5 points each) You will be assigned to a group of 4 students.  Every week, you are required to watch one video (ranging from approximately 5-15 minutes) pertaining to the upcoming week’s chapter and write a summary and your thoughts on the Discussion board and discuss/question/engage about each other’s videos on discussion board. 
B. 15 Weekly Article Discussions- (@10 points each)- You will be assigned 2 articles per week to be read and add the summary, and your thoughts based on the given prompt, and engage/discuss/question about the articles with two others. Everyone will read the same two articles; hence you can engage in discussion with any two people. 
C. 1 Piagetian Conservation Observation (50 points):  The Piagetian Conservation Observation will provide you with a hands-on experience of looking at the differences between children’s cognitive development as they experience life and mature in age.  During this observation, you will compare and contrast two young children and their developmental skills and abilities.  A rubric for this assignment is provided on Canvas.  

D. Article Research Paper+ Power point presentation (20 points:  Select a topic of your choice from the given lists and research deep and wide about the topic. Use only scholarly articles. Provide a written report and a power point presentation. You will upload the report and the ppt to Canvas. 
E. 15 Chapter tests (@5 points each) These tests will consist of multiple choice and true/false questions. 
F. 1 Theorist/Theories Test (25 points) –This will consist of matching and fill in the blanks questions. This is a timed test and passing this test is a requirement for this class. 
G. Mandated Reporter (5 points) Please complete the self -learning program online and upload the certificate.
H. EXTRA CREDIT- (10 points) Read two articles from the SAC 2017 Book of the Year and write a summary of each along with your thoughts.

	Academic Policies and Accommodations

	Academic Dishonesty: From SAC Catalog:
Academic dishonesty is seen as an intentional act of fraud, in which a student seeks to claim credit for the work or efforts of another without authorization, or uses unauthorized materials or fabricated information in any academic exercise.  As institutions, we also consider academic dishonesty to include forgery of academic documents, intentionally impeding or damaging the academic work of others, assisting other students in acts of dishonesty or coercing students into acts of dishonesty.
