Required Texts and Materials: Seeing and Writing 4, McQuade and McQuade; Rules of Thumb: Guide for Writers, Silverman; Gone Baby Gone, Lehane; Hero with a Thousand Faces, Campbell (opt.); a dictionary of your choice; three highlighters (different colors).
Attendance: Since lectures, classroom discussions, and in-class writing activities are crucial components of this course, regular and punctual attendance is required of all students.  If a student is ill or unable to come to class for any reason, he or she must notify the instructor via email.  I return emails within twenty-four hours during the week; on the weekend, I do not return emails, so please plan accordingly. We have only four class meetings.  Missing the first class meeting will result in the student being immediately dropped from the class and missing any subsequent meetings will adversely affect the student’s grade.  In addition, discussion board participation is required of all students.  If a student misses two consecutive weeks of discussion boards, s/he will be dropped, or the course grade will be lowered.
Discussion Boards: With exception to the week of Sept. 4th, all postings will be due on Monday of each week, and they must be a minimum of 150 words in length.  Responses to at least two peer postings will be due on Wednesday of each week, and they must be a minimum of 100 words in length.  The topics of the discussion boards will be provided by me.  No late postings will be accepted for credit.
Essay Assignments: The Advertisement and Good Will Hunting papers must be a minimum of 1 ½ pages in length, MLA format.  The Mini-Research paper must be in MLA format with MLA documentation, and it must be a minimum of two pages in length.  The in-class essay will be given on Oct. 2nd, and it must be a minimum of two pages in length. The Advertisement and Good Will Hunting papers must be submitted through Canvas as a Word attachment. Late papers will be accepted only one day late and only with the understanding that the paper will be marked down one letter grade. It is the student’s responsibility to ensure that her paper is submitted correctly.
Research Papers: There will be two research papers, the parameters of which will be provided by me.  Both papers must be in MLA format with MLA documentation, and they must be at least five pages in length each.  Both research papers must be submitted through Canvas as a Word attachment. Research I will be accepted only one day late and only with the understanding that the paper will be marked down one letter grade.  Research II will not be accepted late. It is the student’s responsibility to ensure that her paper is submitted correctly.
Novel Essay: The final in-class essay will be based on the novel Gone Baby Gone.  It will be given on Nov. 27th.  There are no make-ups for the novel essay.
